A Reflection on today’s Gospel     Luke 6: 27-38 
 

This gospel text probably ranks as one of the most extraordinary ever 
written!  It reverses human thinking about enemies and forgiveness. 

It spells out the way God goes about things - holding nothing against us 
despite all our failings. This is how Jesus lived; this is how he died for his 
executioners. His attitude of heart was blessed by his Father and brought 
him into eternal life.  

Our world can be transformed if we take Jesus seriously. Our task is to 
collaborate with him and to live on a higher level of loving than we had 
imagined possible. 

We are called to go beyond “loving my neighbour as myself”; beyond 
loving only those who love me;  beyond only loving nice people.  

When one has difficulties with others, it is good to pray for oneself, to 
know one’s own faults, (if any!) and to pray for the others. That others may 
receive the grace from God for their better self to emerge. “Do to others as 
God has done to you.”
